
Unit 1: Introducing yourself and others

Learning Goals:

By the end of this lesson, you will be able to:

 Greet people politely.
 Introduce yourself clearly (name, origin, job, etc.).
 Ask basic questions when meeting someone new.
 Introduce other people to each other in a simple way.
 Respond politely when someone introduces themselves.

1. Introducing Yourself

When you meet someone new, you can say:

 "Hello, my name is [Your Name]."
 "Hi, I'm [Your Name]."
 "Nice to meet you!"      reply: Nice to meet you too

Example:

"Hello, my name is Sarah. Nice to meet you!"

You can also give extra information:

 "I'm from [your country or city]."
 "I work as a [your job]."
 "I'm a student at [school/university]."

Example:

"Hi, I'm Ahmed. I'm from Dakar. I'm a student at UCAD."

  

2. Asking About Someone

After introducing yourself, you can ask:

 "What's your name?"
 "Where are you from?"
 "What do you do?" --- c’est different de “what are you doing?” comment vas-tu ?



Example:

"Nice to meet you, Sarah. Where are you from?"

Faute à eviler: I am from in Dara.

 

3. Introducing Other People

When you want two people to meet, you can say:

 "This is [Person's Name]."
 "I'd like you to meet [Person's Name]."
 "Let me introduce you to [Person's Name]."

Example:

"Ali, this is Maria. Maria, this is Ali."

Polite phrases they can say:

 "Nice to meet you!"
 "Pleased to meet you!"
